Abortion in Liechtenstein is governed by the provisions of the penal code of 24 June 1987. Under the code, the performance of abortions is illegal except when necessary to prevent serious danger to the life of the pregnant woman or serious harm to her health, when the pregnant woman is under the age of fourteen and has not at any time been married to the man who impregnated her, or when carried out to save the pregnant woman from immediate danger to her life that cannot otherwise be prevented. In the first two cases, the abortion must be performed by a physician with the consent of the woman; in the third case, the abortion may be performed by anyone without the pregnant woman’s consent if it cannot be obtained in time.



A physician who performs an abortion in other than the above circumstances with the consent of the pregnant woman is subject to up to one year’s imprisonment. If the abortion is performed by a person who is not a physician or without the consent of the pregnant woman, the person is subject to up to three years’ imprisonment.  If, in either of these two cases, the abortion leads to the pregnant woman’s death, the person is subject to six months’ to five years’ imprisonment. A woman who performs an abortion on herself or allows another person to do so is subject to up to one year’s imprisonment.  Publicly offering abortion services is prohibited under the Code and is punishable by a prison term of up to one year or a fine.PRIVATE 



The Government of Liechtenstein does not pursue any demographic policies intended to modify rates of fertility or population growth. The Government provides direct support for modern methods of contraception.
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
